That the Committee caused legal notice to be given for a hearing to be held at the 
Aldermen’s Room at 2 o’clock p.m., August the 15th and at that time and place met and gave 
a hearing to all parties interested.  Mr.  Thomas J.  Lynch and A.  M.  Goddard appeared for 
the petitioners, and Mr.  Melvin Holway appeared for the Bradbury Estate.  The Committee 
viewed the location and decided that 35 feet was necessary for roadway, sidewalks and 
terraces.  The report of the Committee was withheld and another examination and hearing 
was had and effort made to reconcile the differences between the petitioners and owners of 
the Bradbury Estate.
