follows.

Beginning at the easterly side of Oxford Street at a point two hundred feet south of Franklin
Street and running easterly therefrom in a line parallel with said Franklin Street and
Washington Street: The street hereby laid out being fifty feet wide and to be called
Cumberland Street.

No persons claiming damages appearing at the place and time appointed your committee
assess no damage.
