The Easterly houndary line , No. Belfast Ave.corner, of the lot has been missing its marker for some years. This side of
the property,according to the sketch submitted by Mr. Larrabee shows his intent to park cars next to the utility pole at
the corner. Depending where Mr Ramsey's boundary is,as the line running North to my next marker runs at an angle,the
area hetween my property and the stream on Mr. Ramsey's side may be too narrow to drive a car as shown on the FFA
sketch with out encroaching on my property,and my front lawn which is bordered on my property by mature Pine
trees,that due to age have no lower limbs and provide no buffer.

| feel that the actual boundary needs to be respected. Several years ago Hicks Road intersection with No. Belfast Ave.
was widened. It is my understanding that the City tock several feet of that corner lot at that time,making the
measurement for frontage less. My understanding is to get an accurate measurement of everyone’s frontage along No.
Beifast Ave. from Hicks Rd. And to prevent alf the land owners from loosing frontage,and for markers to be
accurate,measurements should be done from East to West,not West to East,
