(3) Cold domestic ash pick-up will be made in accordance with a schedule set by the City 
Manager. Ashes must be placed at the curb or roadside in plastic or metal containers not 
larger than 22 10 gallons in size. The total weight of the container, including contents, 
must not exceed 100 40 pounds.
